The manufacturer of ORS must
have a GMP certificate based on WHO guidelines issued by DDA, Nepal and valid on
the date the bids are due. Department of Drugs Administration (DDA) reserves the right to
undertake inspections of all manufacturing facilities, for verification of compliance with
GMP based on WHO guidelines. The proposed manufacturers of ORS must have a valid
manufacturing license for Oral Rehydration Salt issued by the Department of Drugs
Administration(DDA), Nepal.

3. Seadled tenders must be received by 12.00 hrs on or before the 15t calendar day
(January 13, 2012) from the first day of publication of tender notice inviting tender in “The
Himalayan Times” and "The Rising Nepal'. Interested eligible manufacturer or their
authorized representative may obtain further information in respect of the tender
documents from the Office of Nepal CRS Company, Tokharoad, Mahadevtar,
Kathmandu, Nepal, Telephone No 977-1-4362097 and 977-1-4362098, Telefax (977) 1
4362099, email: kbr@crs.org.np.

All interested bidders
who download bid documents from the CRS website must register their interest to

5. Bids must be enclosed in a sealed envelope strictly according to the instructions given in

Under normal circumstances successful bidder will
be announced within 60 days of opening of bids and such bidder must furnish a security
for performance in the amount equal to 10% of the contfract amount in the form
prescribed in the bid documents.

7. All bids shall be opened publicly, in the presence of the bidders and/or their
representatives who choose to attend the public opening of the bid, af 13.00 hours in the
CRS office on the day of the closing of bid (January 13, 2012).

8. Bids or modification of bids, from whatever cause arising, received after the closing of
bids shall not be considered under any circumstances.

e ORS should be of at least 30 months expiry period valid at the time of delivery to the
designated store of the Buyer.

e The successful bidder must deliver the total ordered quantities of Oral Rehydration
Salt as per the delivery schedule shown in the Bid Documents.

e Bids must be accompanied with the samples of Oral Rehydration Salt infended to be
supplied.

e In order to correctly assess the financial/supply capacity of the bidder, the bidder
must provide all information requested in PART V of the Bid Documents.

1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 Project Description

management of diarrhea, especially that affecting children and infants while
increasing ORS availability at a low and affordable price. The ORS social marketing
programme has been supported by the Government of the Federal Republic of
Germany through KfW.

CRS Company has estimated its three year requirement of Nava Jeevan at 12.50
million sachets, each containing 20.5 g of ORS (including excipients).

1.2 Eligible Bidders

The Bidder must be either a Nepalese manufacturer of ORS or the authorized
representative of such manufacturer.

The manufacturer of ORS must have a GMP certificate based on WHO guidelines
issued by DDA, Nepal and valid on the date the bids are due.

Department of Drugs Administration (DDA) reserves the right to undertake
inspections of all manufacturing facilities, for verification of compliance with GMP
based on WHO guidelines. DDA's recommendation in respect to GMP will be
binding for the tender decisions.

The proposed manufacturers of ORS must have a valid manufacturing license for
Oral Rehydration Salt issued by the Department of Drugs Administration(DDA),
Nepal.

The proposed manufacturer of ORS must have been manufacturing the product
for at least 2 years to qualify in the bid. Similarly, all manufacturers must have a
valid marketing license issued by the DDA, Nepal which clearly indicates that the
manufactured ORS is being marketed for at least two year prior to the deadline
for bid submission

ORS should be of at least 30 months expiry period valid at the time of delivery to
the designated store of the Buyers.

The successful bidder must deliver the total ordered quantities of Oral Rehydration
Salt as per the delivery schedule shown in the Bid Documents.

Bids must be accompanied with the samples of Oral Rehydration Salt intfended to
be supplied.

In order to correctly assess the financial/supply capacity of the bidder, the bidder
must provide all information requested in PART V of the Bid Documents.

¢ Annual turnover of manufacturer of ORS in past three years must be at least equall
to the total value of ORS offered. For this purpose the Bidder must provide
certified copies of latest audited annual accounts of those manufacturers whose
product has been offered in the tender.

Documents Establishing Bidder’s Eligibility and Qualifications

For the acceptance of the bid the Bidder should furnish documents establishing
Bidder's eligibility to bid and his qualifications to perform the contract. This information
shall be provided in the forms prescribed in PART VIl of the Bid Documents.

Eligible Goods and Services

The oral rehydration salt, Nava Jeevan is a registered brand of Nepal CRS Company.
Its DDA manufacturing license is issued/transferred to a manufacturer duly authorized
by Nepal CRS Company to produce Nava Jeevan on its behalf.

Cost of Bid

The Bidder shall bear all cost associated with the preparation and submission of the
bid. Nepal CRS Company will in no case be responsible or liable for this cost,
regardless of the conduct or outcome of the bid process.

The Bidder is expected to examine all instructions, forms, terms, condifions, and
specifications stated in the Bid Documents. Failure to furnish all information required
by the Bid Documents or submission of a bid not substantially responding to the Bid
Documents in every respect will be at the Bidder's risk and may result in the rejection
of the Bid.

Clarification of Bid Documents

A prospective bidder requiring any clarification of the Bid Documents may notify the
Buyer in writing or by fax at the Buyer's mailing address indicated in the Invitation for
bids. The Buyer will respond in writing to any request for clarification of the Bid
Documents, which it receives no later than 15 days prior fo the deadline for the
submission of bids. Written copies of the Buyer's response including an explanation of
the query but without identifying the source of inquiry will be sent to all prospective
bidders who have received the Bid Documents.

Amendment of Bid Documents

At any time prior to the deadline for submission of bids, the Buyer may, for any reason,
whether at its own initiative or in response to a clarification requested by a
prospective bidder, modify the Bid Documents by amendment.

The amendment will be notified in writing or by fax or by email to all prospective
bidders who have received the Bid Documents and will be binding on them.

In order to afford prospective bidders reasonable time in which to take the
amendment info account in preparing their bids, the Buyer may, af ifs discretion,
extend the deadline for the submission of bids.

Language of Bid

The bid prepared by the Bidder and all correspondences and documents, relating to
the bid, exchanged by the Bidder and the Buyer, shall be written in English language.
Provided that any printed literature furnished by the Bidder may be written in another
language so long as accompanied by translation of its pertinent passages in which
case, for purposes of interpretation of the bid, the English franslation shall govern.

Bid Prices and Currencies

The prices of Nava Jeevan sachets should be quoted DDU CRS Central Warehouse at
Tokha Road, Mahadevtar, Gonagbu, Kathmandu in Nepalese currency. Any excise
duty, sales tax, and ofher taxes, if applicable, must be shown separately in the bids as
well as in the invoices.

Cost of transportation up to the CRS warehouse, insurance covering fire, theft,
pilferage, breakage and non-delivery of the product, and other local costs incidental
to the delivery of the product to its final destination will be on Bidder's account.

Documents Establishing Bidder's Eligibility and Qualification

The Bidder shall furnish, as part of its bid, documents establishing the Bidder's eligibility
to bid and its qualifications to perform the Contract if its bid is accepted.

The documentary evidence of the Bidder's qualifications to perform the confract,
shall establish to the Buyer's satisfaction that, in case of a Bidder's qualifications to
perform the contract, which the Bidder did not manufacture or otherwise produce,
the Bidder has been duly authorised by the manufacturer or producer to supply oral
rehydration salt; that the manufacturer has the financial, technical and production or
supply capability necessary to perform the Contract.

Documents Establishing Conformity of the Offered Commodities to Bid Documents

Bidder shall furnish documents establishing the eligibility and conformity to the Bid
Documents of oral rehydration salt, which the Bidder proposes to supply under the
Contract.

The documentary evidence of the Commodity conformity to the Bid Documents may
be in the form of literature, drawings and data, and shall furnish:

i. A detailed description of the Commodity and essential technical and
performance characteristics;

i. A Clause-by-Clause commentary on the Buyers Technical Specifications
demonstrating the Commodity and services substantial responsive to those
specifications or a statement of deviations and exceptions to the provisions of the
Technical Specifications.

Period of Validity of Bids and Bid Bond

The validity of bids should be af least for ninety (90) days (April 11, 2012) from the
closing date of bids. A bid valid for shorter period than above and the bid bond valid
for a period less than one hundred and twenty (120) days (May 11, 2012) from the
closing of bids will be rejected as non-responsive.

In exceptional circumstances the Buyer may solicit the Bidder's consent for an
extension of the period of validity beyond 90 days. The request and the responses
thereto shall be made in writing. The bid bond provided under Clause 3.5 shall also be
suitably extended. A bidder may refuse the request without forfeiting its bid Bond. A
bidder granting the request will not be required nor permitted to modify its bid.

Delivery Schedule

All Oral Rehydration Salt should be delivered as per schedule, mentioned in PART V of
Bid Documents.

Variation in Quantity

The Buyer reserves the right to increase or decrease by up to (20%) of the quantity of
Oral Rehydration Salt specified in the Bill of Quantities without any changes in unit
price and other terms and condifions.

Liquidated Damages

If the Bidder fails to deliver Nava Jeevan Sachets as per the delivery schedule, an
amount at the rate of 0.1% of the amount related to undelivered quantity per
calendar day will be charged as liquidated damages. Since regular and timely
supply of ORS according to the monthly delivery schedule is important fo maintain
adequate supply in the retail chain the liquidated damages may be charged for all
delays on monthly supplies. In the event of delivery schedule being delayed by more
than 100 calendar days, Buyer may terminate the contract and forfeit the entire
Performance Bond. The amount of liquidated damages will be, however, limited to a
maximum of 10% of the contract amount.

Format and Preparation of Bid

The original Bid Form and accompanying documents (as specified in Clause 2.1),
clearly marked “Original Bid"”, plus one copy of the bid must be received by the
Buyer af the date, fime and place specified pursuant to Clauses 3.1 and 3.2. In the
event of any discrepancy between the original and the copies, the original shall
govern.

The original and all copies of the bid shall be printed, typed, or written in indelible ink
and shall be signed by the bidder or a person or persons duly authorized to sign on
behalf of the bidder. Such authorization shall be indicated by written power-of-
aftorney accompanying the Bid. The person or persons signing the Bid shall initial all
pages of the Bid, except for un-amended printed literature. The name and position
held by each person signing must be typed or printed below the signature.

The Bid shall contain no obliteration, erasures or overwriting except as necessary to
correct errors made by the Bidder, in which case such corrections shall be initialled by
the person or persons signing the Bid.

The documents to be clearly stamped either “Original” or “Copy.”

In addition to the information required in sub clauses (a), (b) and (c) above, the inner
envelope shall indicate the name and address of the bidder to enable the Bid to be
returned unopened in case it is declared “Late” pursuant to Clause 3.3.

If the cover containing Bid document is not sealed and marked as instructed above,
no responsibility will be assumed for any misplacement of the Bid, or premature
opening of the envelope.

Samples of Commodity accompanying the Bid must be submitted in separately
sealed package.

3.2 Deadline for Submission of Bids

Bids must be received by the Buyer at the address specified under Clause 3.1 no later
than 12:00 hours noon, on or before the 15t calendar day (January 13, 2012) from
the first day of publication of tender notice inviting bids in the National Dailies “The
Himalayan Times” and "The Rising Nepal'".

The Buyer may, at its discretion, extend this deadline for the submission of Bids by
amending the Bid Documents, in which case all rights and obligations of the Buyer
and Bidders previously subject to the deadline will thereafter be subject to the
deadline as extended.

3.3 Late Bids

In no case late submission of bids will be allowed. Any bid received by the Buyer after
the deadline for submission of bids prescribed by the Buyer will be rejected and
returned unopened to the Bidder. Bids delivered through courier and post and
received later than due date and time shall not be registered and returned
unopened. The inner envelope shall indicate the name and address of the Bidder to
enable the bid to be returned unopened in case it is declared "Late".

Modification and Withdrawal of Bids

The Bidder may modify or withdraw its bid after submission of bid, provided that
written notice of the modification or withdrawal is received by the Buyer prior to the
deadline prescribed for submission of bids.

The Bidder's modification or withdrawal notice shall be prepared, sealed, marked,
and dispatched in accordance with the provisions of Clause 3.1 of the Insfructions to
Bidder. A withdrawal notice may also be sent by fax but followed by a signed
confirmation copy, received not later than the deadline for submission of bids.

No bid may be modified subsequent to the deadline for submission of bids. No bid
may be withdrawn in the interval between the deadline for submission of bids and
the expiration of the period of bid validity specified by the Bidder in the Bid Form.
Withdrawal of a bid during this interval may result in the Bidder's forfeiture of its bid
security.

Bid Bond

Bid Bond in the amount at least equivalent to 2.5% of the total Bid price must
accompany the Bid. The Bid Bond shall be in favor of the Buyer and in the form as
prescribed in Part VII of Bid Documents. The Bid Bond shall be valid for a period not
less than one hundred and twenty (120) days (May 11, 2012) from the date the Bids
are due. Bids not accompanied by sufficient Bid Bond shall be rejected as non-
responsive. If during the Bid validity period, the Bidder withdraws his Bid, the Bid Bond
shall be forfeited and the Bidder may be disqualified from further bidding with the
Buyer.

Unsuccessful Bidder's Bid Bond will be discharged/returned as promptly as possible
but not later than 30 days after the expiration of the period of Bid validity.

The successful Bidder's Bid Bond will be discharged upon the Bidder executing the
Contract and furnishing the necessary performance security as prescribed in Part VI
of Bid Documents.

The Bid Bond may be forfeited if a Bidder withdraws its Bid during the period of Bid
validity specified by the Bidder on the Bid Form or, in the case of a successful Bidder, if
the Bidder fails to sign the Contract or to furnish performance security as required by
the Conftract.

Samples of the Proposed Supply

The Bid must be accompanied with the samples of oral renhydration salt inftended to
be supplied to the Buyer.

The sample of the offered Commodity shall consist of one Retailer's Carton to be
made of sfrong, durable corrugated cardboard with 3 ply carton containing 50
sachets of ORS including labelling proposed during actual supply. The packaging
and labeling details must be as specified in PART VI : SPECIFICATIONS OF ORAL
REHYDRATION SALT.

Bid Opening

Bids shall be opened publicly, in the presence of the Bidders and/or their
representatives, at 13.00 hour, in the Buyer's office on the day of the closing of Bid
(January 13, 2012).

The bidders and/or their representatives participating in the bid opening must come
with a proper authorization letter from the principal. The bidders’ representatives who
are present shall sign a register evidencing their attendance. Bidders’ names,
addresses, and the names of their respective authorized representatives, if any, shall
be noted.

The bidders’ names, description of item offered, description of samples submitted,
prices of bids, any discount offered, modifications and bid withdrawals, and the
presence or absence of the requisite bid security, and such other details as the Buyer,
at its discretion, may consider appropriate will be announced and recorded at the
opening. Any bid price, discount, or alternative bid price, which is not read out and
recorded at bid opening, will not be taken into account during evaluation of the bid.

The Buyer shall prepare minutes of the bid opening containing summary of the
information of every Bid read at Bid opening.

Security for Performance

Within fifteen working days from the date of receipt of the nofification of award from
the Buyer, the successful bidder shall furnish required security for performance in the
amount equal to 10% of the evaluated total bid price and attend the office of the
Buyer for execution of contract agreement. If the successful Bidder fails to execute
the contract or to furnish such a security, the earnest money deposit (bid bond) shall
be forfeited and the Bidder may be disqualified from further bid with the Buyer. In this
event the Buyer may award the contract to the next lowest evaluated bidder or call
for new bids.

The security for performance shall be in the form of a performance bond as
prescribed in Part VIl of Bid Documents. As the supply is for a period of three years, the
validity of the performance bond shall be for a period of at least 48 months.

BID EVALUATION
Clarification of Bids

To assist in the examination, evaluation, and comparison of Bids, the Buyer may af its
discretion ask the Bidder for any clarification of Bid. The request for clarification and
the response shall be in writing but no changes in the price or substance of the Bid
shall be sought, offered, or permitted except as required to confirm the correctness of
arithmetical errors during evaluation of Bids.

After opening of the bids on the last date of submission of bids, the following
procedures shall be adopted in the evaluation of the bids. The bids will be evaluated
in the following order.
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4.2 Technical Evaluation of Bids

Prior to the detailed financial evaluation the Buyer will carry out technical evaluation
of bids and bid items to determine the technical responsiveness of the bids.
Technically responsive bid is one which conforms to all the terms and conditions
without material deviations and which also establishes bidder’'s qualifications to
supply and deliver the offered ORS within stipulated delivery schedule.

The Buyer may waive any minor nonconformity or irregularity in a bid, which does not
constitute a material deviation. The Buyer will examine the bid to determine its
completeness and to establish if the bid meets all technical requirements of the
tender document. All those bids and bid items not fulfilling the technical requirements
of the tender documents will be rejected as technically non-responsive and shall be
excluded from further evaluation.

First, the responsiveness of the Bids will be established when a bid is in full compliance
with the followings and in the order described below;

The Bidder must sign and submit Form 2 ** Submission of Bids” and Form 8 “Declaration
of Undertaking” in the format shown in Part VIl * Sample Forms” of the bid documents.
A bid not containing above mentioned forms duly signed by the bidder will not be
considered for further evaluafion due to non-compliance with the formal
requirements of bid submission.

The validity of bid must be at least for ninety (?0) days from the closing of bids. A bid
valid for shorter period than the required minimum will be rejected as non-responsive.

Bid must be accompanied with an earnest money deposit in the prescribed form and
for an amount noft less than 2.5% of the total bid amount. Earnest money deposit of
less than the required sum and valid for a period less than one hundred and twenty
(120) days from the closing of bids will be rejected as non-responsive.

The manufacturer of ORS must have a GMP certificate based on WHO guidelines
issued by DDA, Nepal and valid on the date the bids are due.

All manufacturers must be registered with the Department of Drugs Administration
(DDA) of Nepal and must have a valid manufacturing license for ORS issued by the
DDA. Similarly, all manufacturers must have a valid marketing license issued by the
DDA, Nepal which clearly indicates that the manufactured ORS is being marketed for
at least two year prior to the deadline for bid submission. Absence of such documents
would cause automatic disqualification of Bid.

All offered oral rehydration salt and samples thereof must be in compliance with the
requirements of the specifications. Offered oral rehydration salt not meeting the
requirements of the specifications shall be excluded from further evaluation.

Bidders offering a delivery schedule other than the one shown for the first year lots will
be considered non-responsive and shall be excluded from further evaluation.

Average annual turnover of manufacturer(s) of ORS in past three years must be at
least equal to the total value of ORS offered. For this purpose the Bidder must provide
certified copies of latest 3 years audited annual accounts of the manufacturer
whose product has been offered in the tender. The manufacturer with average
annual turnover less than the supply value of ORS will be considered technically non-
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responsive and shall be excluded from further evaluation.

Second, the Buyer, with the assistance of the DDA Nepal may conduct a physical
inspection of manufacturing facilities for verification of qualification of the
manufacturer. Any bidder not meeting the minimum requirement of WHO based
GMP will be excluded from further evaluation. Such reason shall be clearly
communicated to the bidder.

Financial Evaluation of Bids

All bids, including part of the bids comprising all products, which have been
evaluated and considered technically responsive, will be financially evaluated by
comparing for price competitiveness. The Buyer will examine the bids for any
computational errors. If there is a discrepancy between words and figures of a unit
price, the amount in words will prevail. If there is a discrepancy between the unit
price and the total price that is obtained by multiplying the unit price and the
quantity, the unit price shall prevail and the total price shall be corrected. If the
Bidder does not accept the corrections of the errors, his bid will be rejected.
Comparison between quoted prices will be made as follows;

The Buyer reserves the right to accept or reject any or all bids at any time prior to
award of contract, without thereby incurring any liability to the affected bidder or
bidders or any obligation to inform the affected bidder or bidders of the grounds for
the Buyer's action.

NOTIFICATION OF AWARD

Prior to the expiration of the period of bid validity, the Buyer will notify the successful
bidder in writing that its bid has been accepted. The noftification of award will
constitute the formation of the contract.

Upon furnishing of performance security by the successful bidder pursuant to Clause
3.8 of the Instructions to Bidders, the Buyer will promptly nofify other unsuccessful
bidders and will discharge their bid bonds.

SIGNING OF CONTRACT

After the Buyer nofifies the successful bidder that its bid has been accepted, within
fiffeen days of receipt of such notification, the successful Bidder will be required to be
present with the performance bond in the prescribed format in the Buyer's office for
signing the contract.

LAWS GOVERNING THE CONTRACT

3. DELIVERY SCHEDULE
3.1 Delivery

The Delivery of the first year lot of 4,000,000 sachets of ORS/Nava Jeevan must reach
at the Buyer's central warehouse Tokha Road, Mahadevtar, Gongabu, Kathmandu
strictly in accordance with the given delivery schedule and subsequent deliveries for
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the year 2 and 3 as per the delivery schedule provided by the Buyer.

4, VARIATION IN QUANTITY / CHANGE ORDER

The Buyer may, by a written order given to the Supplier, make changes in quantity
supply by upto 20% plus or minus with no adjustment to the contracted unit price.

5. TRANSPORT DOCUMENTS

Upon delivery of ORS at the CRS Central Warehouse at Tokha Road, Kathmandu, the
Supplier shall provide the following directly to the Buyer:

i. Three copies of the Supplier's invoice showing description of commodity,
quantitunit price, total amount with separation of any , sales taxes or other similar
taxes;

i. Three copies of packing list identifying contents of each case or package;

ii. Two copies of manufacturer's guarantee certificate;

iv. Two copies of manufacturer's test certificates;

v. Inspection certificate issued by the nominated inspection agent;

vi. Cerfificate of origin of ORS;

6. QUALITY OF ORS

The ORS shall meet the quality required by the specifications and approved by the
Department of Drugs Administration (DDA), Nepal, as applicable. All ORS supplied
under this contract shall be suitable for delivery, storage and use under fropical
conditfions including high temperature, high humidity and natural storage condifions.

7. PACKAGING, MARKING AND LABELLING

The aluminum foil sachet should not interact physically or chemically with ORS
packed in it so as to alter the strength, quality or purity. The sachet should be such as
to protect the contents from moisture and other extraneous matter under normal
conditions of handling, shipment, storage and distribution.

The final artwork of the Sachet, Design in multilpe colours will be provided by the
Buyer and must be used by the Supplier for printing Sachets. Each Sachet must have
on it also the Manufacturing Date. Expiry Date and Batch No. /Lot No. Similarlly, the
dispenser(retail box) and the shipping cartoon shall have the same information.

8. WARRANTY OF ORS AND EXPIRY DATE

The Supplier warrants that the ORS supplied under the Contract is new, unused, of the
most recent or current models and incorporate all recent improvements in design
and materials unless provided otherwise in the Contract. The ORS supplied must have
remaining minimum of 30 months shelf life upon delivery to the CRS store. The Supplier
further warrants that the ORS supplied under this contfract shall have no defect arising
from design, materials, and workmanship or from any act or omission of the Supplier
that may develop under normal use of the supplied ORS at the final destination.

This warranty shall remain valid for minimum 30 months after the delivery and receipt
of the ORS at CRS store.
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The Buyer shall promptly notify the Supplier in writing of any claims arising under this
warranty. Upon receipt of such notice, the Supplier shall, with all reasonable speed,
replace the defective ORS or parts thereof, without additional costs to the Buyer. If
the Supplier, having been notified, fails to replace the defective ORS within 30 days,
the Buyer may proceed to take such remedial action as may be necessary, at the
Supplier's risk and expense and without prejudice to any other rights which the Buyer
may have against the Supplier under the Confract.

9. INSPECTION AND ACCEPTANCE

The Buyer or its representative shall have the right to inspect and/or to test the ORS
before delivery to ensure its conformity with the specifications. For this purpose the
Buyer shall appoint an agent to carry out pre-shipment inspection on his behalf. The
Buyer will forward the name and address of such an agent to the Supplier soon after
signing of supply contract.

Thereafter the Supplier shall nofify the Buyer and the agent for pre-shipment
inspection well in advance indicating the time and place the ORS are ready for
inspection. Upon such notification by the Supplier the inspection agent shall carry out
the pre-shipment inspection of all ORS ready for supply to CRS store. The ORS shall be
shipped only after the consignment has been approved and certified for delivery.

During preshipment inspection, after the ORS has been found to be in compliance
with the general requirements of the contract, the Inspection Agent shall randomly
select and draw one set of sample of oral rehydration salt from each batch
submitted for inspection. In case less than three batches were produced a minimum
of 3 sets of samples will be randomly selected. The number of sachets taken as
sample from each batches will be adequate for lab testing purpose as well as for its
safe keeping as reference sample. However, in no case the number of sachets drawn
as sample shall be less than 10 per batch.

Buyer's inspection agent will conduct necessary tests on ORS samples from a number
of batches (depending upon the number of batches submitted for inspection) at
Nepal Medicine Laboratory (NML) of DDA, Nepal or other reputed laboratory to
further saftisfy that the readied ORS fully conform to the requirements of the
specification. Only after the test results prove positive the Supplier shall dispatch the
ORS. In case the test results show non-compliance of samples from some or all tested
batches, samples from all remaining batches will also be tested and only those
batches with positive test results will be accepted for supply. In case of justified
doubts by the Buyer, additional tests may be carried out on arrival at the Buyer's store
to establish compliance with the specifications.

Should the supplied items fail to meet the requirements of the specifications, the
Supplier shall replace the items within the time specified for delivery or any extension
granted. However, under such circumstances the Supplier will bear the extra costs
incurred in connection with additional pre-shipment inspection and respective lab
tests, failing which the Buyer shall be entitled to recover all such additional costs from
any payments due to the Supplier.

Upon arrival of ORS at the designated store the Buyer shall carry out post-shipment
inspection of all supplied ORS to ensure that the ORS have arrived in an acceptable
condition.

The Supplier should take a special note of the fact that it may require upto 2-3 weeks
between the time a request is made to the inspection agent for inspection and the
issuance of dispatch order for delivery, provided that readied ORS is determined to be
of acceptable quality, as a result of the laboratory test. Therefore, it wil be the
responsibility of the Supplier fo provide enough time for inspection and testing for timely
delivery of ORS.

The Buyer's right to inspect, test and, where necessary, reject the ORS after the arrival
in the Buyer's stores, shall in no way be limited or waived by reason of the ORS having
previously been inspected, tested and passed by the Buyer or its representative prior
to the shipment. Nothing in this Clause in any way release the Supplier from any
warranty or other obligations under this Contract.

Providing always that replacement is possible, the Supplier shall refund to the Buyer alll
amounts paid on account or recovery may be made from the security for
performance.

PAYMENTS

Payment of the confract price for the ORS purchased under this contract will be
made as follows:

a) Payment for the ORS which is supplied will be made in Nepalese Rupees.

b) 10% of the contract price will be paid to the Supplier as Advance Payment
against the submission of a Bank Guarantee as stipulated in Clause 11 below.

c) 90% of the cost will be paid to the Supplier on pro-rata as per value of invoice
provided that the pre-shipment, if any, and post-shipment quality inspection
reports conforms to the required specifications of ORS and upon presentation of
required documents by the Supplier including acknowledgements of the
receipt of the ORS from the CRS Central Warehouse at Tokha Road,
Mahadevtar, Gonagbu, Kathmandu. In case an advance payment has been
mde to the Supplier such advance will be deducted on pro-rata basis from
every subsequent payment made to the Supplier.

d) The remaining 10% of the cost will be retained by the Buyer as Retention Money
which would be paid to the Supplier upon Certificate of Completion of Supply
and Acceptance from the Buyer of each annual lot.

e) Any Government taxes shall be deducted as and when applicable.

Advance payments

The Buyer may provide an interest free advance of up to a maximum of 10% of the
contract sum to the Supplier as Mobilization Advance, provided the Supplier furnishes
a Bank Guarantee by a Bank acceptable to the Buyer in an amount equal to the
advance and in the form prescribed in the Bid Documents. The Buyer will adjust such
advance by percentage deductions from future payments against delivery of the
ORS on a prorate basis.
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12. RELEASE OF CLAIMS

After completion of all obligations of interest and prior to final payment, the Supplier
shall furnish to the Buyer, a release of all claims against the Buyer arising out of the
contract.

13. SECURITY FOR PERFORMANCE

Within fifteen working days after the receipt of nofification of award of the Contract,
the Supplier shall furnish performance security to the Buyer in the amount of 10% of
the contract sum. The performance security/Performance Bond will be discharged by
the Buyer and returned to the Supplier not later than thirty days following the date of
completion of the Supplier's performance obligation under the Contract.

The proceeds of the performance security shall be payable to the Buyer as
compensation for any loss resulting from the Supplier's failure to complete its
obligations under the Contract. The performance security shall be in the form of a
guarantee, issued by a local bank acceptable to the Buyer, and in the form provided
in Form No. 6.

14. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES

The Delivery of the first year lot of 4,000,000 sachets of ORS/Nava Jeevan must reach
at the Buyer's central warehouse Tokha Road, Mahadevtar, Gongabu, Kathmandu
strictly in accordance with the given delivery schedule and subsequent deliveries for
the year 2 and 3 as per the delivery schedule provided by the Buyer.

If the Supplier fails to deliver Nava Jeevan Sachets as per the delivery schedule, an
amount at the rate of 0.1% of the amount related to undelivered quantity per
calendar day will be charged as liquidated damages. Since regular and timely
supply of ORS according to the monthly delivery schedule is important to maintain
adequate supply in the retail chain the liquidated damages may be charged for all
delays on monthly supplies. In the event of delivery schedule being delayed by more
than 100 calendar days, Buyer may terminate the contract and forfeit the entire
Performance Bond. The amount of liquidated damages will be, however, limited fo a
maximum of 10% of the confract amount.

15. DELAYS IN THE SUPPLIER'S PERFORMANCE

Delivery of the ORS and performance of the services shall be made by the Supplier in
accordance with the time schedule specified in the Contract.

A delay, without giving any reason, by the Supplier in the performance of its delivery
obligation, shall render the Supplier liable to any or all of the following sanctions:

i. forfeiture of its performance security,
ii. imposition of liquidated damages, and / or
ii. fermination of the Contract for default.

If at any time during performance of the Contract, the Supplier or its sub-contractor(s)
should encounter conditions impeding timely delivery of the ORS and performance of
services, the Supplier shall notify the Buyer in writing of the fact of the delay, its likely
duration and its cause(s) within two weeks from the beginning of such delay.

As soon as practicable after receipt of the Supplier's notice, the Buyer shall evaluate
the situation and may at its discretion extend the Supplier's time for performance, in
which case the extension shall be ratified by the parties by amendment of the
Contract. The Buyer's finding thereon shall be final and conclusive subject, only to the
Supplier’s right of appeal under the arbifration clause of the Contract.

TERMINATION FOR DEFAULTS

The Buyer may, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of Contract, by
written nofice of default sent to the Supplier, tferminate the Confract in whole or in
part:

i. If the Supplier fails to deliver any or all of the ORS within the tfime period(s) specified
in the Conftract, or any extension thereof granted by the Buyer pursuant to the
Clause 15 of the Contract; or

ii. If the Supplier fails fo perform any other obligation(s) under the Contract.

In the event the Buyer terminates the Contract, the Buyer may procure, upon such
terms and in such manner as it deems appropriate, ORS similar to those undelivered
and the Supplier shall be liable to the Buyer for any excess costs for such similar ORS.
However, the Supplier shall continue performance of the Contract to the extent not
terminated. A breach by the Supplier will result in the forfeiture of the Supplier’s
security for performance.

FORCE MAJEURE

The parties of this contract shall not be liable or under any obligation to meet claims
for any failure or omission to carry out any of their respective obligations under this
contract if such failure or omissions arises from natural disasters like, fires, floods,
epidemics, quarantine restrictions and freight embargoes strikes, riots, civiilcommotion
or war from any causes generally accepted as force majeure.

If as a result of any legislation, decrees, or orders of the government or any of the
causes mentioned above either of the parties is prevented from fulfilling its
obligations, then either Party may give nofice thereof to the other, and the obligation
of both parties shall be suspended.

Notwithstanding the provisions of Clauses 14, 15 and 16 of the Contract, the Supplier
shall not be liable for forfeiture of its performance security, liquidated damages or
termination for default, if and to the extent that, its delay in performance or failure to
perform its other obligations under the Contract is the result of an event of Force
Majeure.

If a Force Majeure situation arises, the Supplier shall promptly notify the Buyer in writing
of such condition and the cause thereof. Unless otherwise directed by the Buyer in
writing, the Supplier shall confinue to perform its obligations under the Contract as far
as is reasonably practical, and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for
performance not prevented by the Force Majeure event.

Parties to this contract shall not be entitled to any compensation for damages or loss
due to such force majeure.

ASSIGNMENTS / SUB-CONTRACTS

The Supplier shall not assign, in whole or in part, its obligations to perform under the
Contract, except with the Buyer's prior written consent. Subcontracts, if accepted by
the Buyer, must comply with the provisions of all Clauses of this Confract.

The Supplier shall noftify the Buyer in writing sufficiently in advance of all sub-confracts
to be awarded under the Conftract if not already specified, and seek Buyers consent.
However, such nofification shall not relieve the Supplier from any liability or obligation
under the Contract.

SUSPENSION OR TERMINATION

The Buyer may at any time terminate the Contract by giving written notice to the
Supplier, without compensation to the Supplier, if the Supplier becomes bankrupt or
otherwise insolvent, provided that such termination will not prejudice or effect any
right of action or remedy which has accrued or will accrue thereafter to the Buyer.

The Buyer, may by written notice sent to the Supplier, terminate the Confract, at any
fime for its convenience. The notice of termination shall specify that termination is for
the Buyer's convenience, the extent to which performance of the work under the
Contract is terminated, and the date upon which such fermination becomes
effective. The ORS that are complete and ready for shipment within thirty days after
the Supplier's receipt of notice of termination shall be purchased by the Buyer at the
Contract terms and prices. For the remaining ORS the Buyer may elect;

R to have any portion completed and deliver at the Contract terms and prices;
and / or

ii. to cancel the remainder and pay to the Supplier an agreed amount for
partially completed ORS, already procured by the Supplier.

ARBITRATION / RESOLUTION OF DISPUTES

The Buyer and the Supplier shall make every effort to resolve amicably by direct
informal negotiation any disagreement or dispute arising between them under or in
connection with the Contract.

If, after thirty days from the commencement of such informal negoftiations, the Buyer
and the Supplier have been unable to resolve amicably a Contract dispute, this shall
be referred to adjudication / arbitration in accordance with the laws of Nepal.

BANKRUPTCY

If the Supplier commits any act of bankruptcy or goes into liquidation except for
reconstruction purpose, or if its business is carried on by a receiver, such receiver,
liguidator, or any person in whom the contract may become vested shall forthwith
give notice thereof in writing to the Buyer and shall for one month, during which he
shall take all reasonable steps to prevent stoppage of performance of the confract,
have the option of carrying out the contract subject to his or their providing such
guarantees as may be required by the Buyer, but not exceeding the value of the
work for the time being which remain unexecuted.

CONFLICTS OF INTEREST

The ownership of the Logo and the Brand Name of the ORS supplied under this
contract shall vest solely and exclusively with the Buyer. The Supplier/manufacturer
may never use this Brand Name and Logo for any other purpose whatsoever even if
the Brand Name and/or the Logo are registered by the Supplier/manufacturer with
DDA/Nepal to meet legal requirements.

On the completion of delivery of the ORS under this Contract by the Supplier, as also
in the event of the Supplier failing fo deliver the confractual quantity of the ORS
and/or to deliver it within the stipulated delivery fime, the Buyer will have the right to
purchase ORS under the same Brand Name and/or the Logo from any other
manufacturer, and the Supplier hereby agrees to this right of the Buyer without any
reservations whatsoever. The Supplier further agrees to give prompftly all such
assistance, consent and/or authorizations as may be required to enable the Buyer to
make such purchases from other manufacturers. The Supplier also agrees to transfer
DDA manucaturing license to any other manufacturer as identified by the Buyer.

CONTRACT AMENDMENTS

No variation in or modification of the terms of the Contract shall be made. However,
should circumstances arise that require amendments to this Confract, these shall be
agreed upon between the parties in writing.
